Homework
It will really help your child to make excellent progress if you read nightly with them. Children will be issued with their Read Write Inc book and this will be changed every 3 to 4 days depending on which Phonics group they are in. Every day, children will be given the opportunity to change their ‘Share a Story’ book which is intended to be read together to encourage reading for pleasure. 
Over the course of the half term we will set the children some little homework tasks via the school website and in their home communication books linked to the topics we are covering in class. 
In addition Year 1 will start to practise Jumping Orange Words. These are a selection of words set out in the National Curriculum that all Year 1 children need to know by the end of the year. We will be sending home these words to practise and will test the children on them at the end of every half term. 
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In Maths Children will be focusing on their Maths Milestones this half term. By the end of the Autumn Term, we are hoping that all children will be able to: 
· Find 1 more and 1 less than a given number to 20 and beyond. 
· Instantly recall their number bonds to 10. 
· Understand what happens when they add and subtract 0. 
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
